For Child Protection workers involved in a new Kinship Care placement

Kinship Care is the care
provided by relatives or a
member of the child’s social
network, when a child

cannot live with their parents.

Placement Establishment is a service utilised when Child Protection validates an
existing or establishes a new Kinship Care placement arrangement.

It is a service primarily for the Kinship Carer, providing support and assistance
in establishing the placement with the aim of becoming self sustaining, whilst
the Child Protection Case Manager focuses on their case management role.
